 C. General  and Agrometeorological  Advisories for Ernakulum District (RRS Vyttila) 

Special crop management is required for agricultural crops during monsoon season. Proper drainage 

facilities have to be ensured. If the soil is more acidic, add lime as per soil testing. Pesticides should not 

be applied during rainy period. Provide supports to banana crops. Make the vegetable pandals stronger. 

To protect farmers and livestock from lightning and thunder avoid standing in open areas.

This is the sowing time of dolichos bean and winged bean as these 

vegetables bear flowers and fruits during short day conditions from 

November to February. Land preparations and planting operations can 

be initiated.  

Ginger Stem borer Spray 20g Beauveria bassiana in a litre of water 

Animal Husbandry: Vaccinate animals against foot and mouth disease. Care should be taken to prevent 

rat breeding in the premises of cattle shed to prevent leptospirosis. (CAADECCS, KVASU, Mannuthy)
