Special crop management is required for agricultural crops during monsoon season. Proper drainage facilities
have to be ensured. If the soil is more acidic, add lime as per soil testing. Pesticides should not be applied
during rainy period. Provide supports to banana crops. Make the vegetable pandals stronger. To protect
farmers and livestock from lightning and thunder avoid standing in open areas.

As a
Nutmeg Leaf fall prophylactic measure to manage leaf fall in nutmeg, spray 1% Bordeaux
mixture or drench the basin. Proper drainage facilities have to be ensured
Cucurbitaceous Downy During_ rainy season, there is a chance of downy milde\_/v attack in
Vegetables mildew cucurbitaceous vegetables. Spray 2.5gm Mancozeb per one litre of water
g under the leaves. Pesticides should not be applied during rainy period.

Animal Husbandry: Vaccinate animals against foot and mouth disease. Care should be taken to prevent rat
